SUNDAY, 31ST MAY, 2026 

THEME:   THE MYSTERY OF THE GOD HEAD 

READING:       PSALM 29;  PROVERBS 8:22-29;  

  EPHESIANS 1:3-14;  JOHN 14:8-17. 

 

The mystery of the Godhead stands at the very 

heart of the Christian faith. Though finite 

human understanding cannot fully 

comprehend the infinite nature of God, 

Scripture graciously reveals God as Father, 

Son, and Holy Spirit, one God eternally 

existing in three Persons. This divine mystery 

is not confusion, but the glorious revelation of 

the fullness of God’s being and work in 

creation, redemption, and the life of the 

Church. 

In Ephesians 1:3–14, we see the beautiful harmony of 

the Trinity in the salvation of humanity. God the 

Father lovingly chose and adopted us in Christ before 

the foundation of the world. God the Son redeemed 

us through His precious blood and brought us 

forgiveness and reconciliation. God the Holy Spirit 

seals believers as the guarantee of our inheritance and 

eternal hope. Salvation, therefore, is entirely the 

gracious work of the Triune God. 

In John 14:8–17, Jesus reveals the intimate 

unity between Himself and the Father: “He 

that hath seen me hath seen the Father.” Yet 

Christ also promises the coming of the Holy 

Spirit, the Comforter, who would abide with 

believers forever.  

Through the Spirit, God remains continually 

present with His people to guide, strengthen, 

teach, and comfort them. 

Psalm 29 magnifies the majesty and 

sovereignty of this same God whose voice 

thunders over the waters and rules over all 

creation. The Godhead is therefore not merely 

a doctrine to be studied, but a divine reality 

that inspires worship, reverence, confidence, 

and obedience. 
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How then should believers respond to this mystery? 

1. We must respond with worship. The 

greatness and majesty of God should move us 

beyond casual religion into heartfelt 

adoration, reverence, and sincere devotion 

before Him.  

 

2. We must respond with humility. The 

mystery of the Godhead reminds us that 

human wisdom and understanding can never 

fully comprehend the infinite nature of God.  

 

3. We must respond with trust. We rest 

confidently in the assurance that the Father 

lovingly cares for us, the Son has redeemed 

us, and the Holy Spirit continually dwells 

within and strengthens believers.  

 

4. We must respond with holiness and 

obedience. Those who belong to God are 

called to reflect His character through 

righteous living, faithful discipleship, and 

daily obedience to His Word.  

 

5. Finally, we must respond with unity and 

love within the Body of Christ. The perfect 

unity that exists within the Trinity becomes a 

model for the unity, fellowship, and mutual 

love that should characterize the Church.  

 In a world filled with fear, uncertainty, and spiritual 

confusion, believers can rest confidently in the eternal 

God who rules sovereignly, redeems graciously, and 

remains present with His people always. May our 

lives continually reflect awe, gratitude, faithful 

obedience, and joyful worship before the glorious 

mystery of the Triune God.
